Adopt a Building Opportunity

The Adopt a Building opportunity is for groups or troops that want to give back to a specific camp building over a period of time!  It is meant as a way to give back and spruce up the specific building for a 2 year period.  How does it work?  It’s simple, follow these easy steps!

1.  Pick the building that you would like to Adopt. 

2. Fill out the give back to camp service form, answering the additional questions.  

3. Once your plan is approved, commit to “adopting” your building for 2 years time.  Adopting a building does require a 2 year commitment and requires 2 visits minimum(approximately 6 months apart) each year to perform the following:

a. Deep clean the building from top to bottom, including shelves and cupboards, ceilings, walls, floors, inside and outside, windows
b. Inventory and clean up of the standard equipment supplied in each building (kitchen)

c. Pick up and clean up of the grounds immediately outside the building.

4. Additional plans may include the following:

a. Interior painting of the walls

b. Addition of throw rugs or floor covering (to include cleaning equipment)

c. Window covering purchase or making

d. Choosing of a theme for the building as appropriate (i.e. – fish, bear, moose, 100 years of Girl Scouting, woodland, themes for troop houses)

e. Addition of high quality wall decorations that match the theme

5. Additional Details:

a. All basic cleaning supplies and equipment will be provided by council staff. 

b. Adults must supervise girls at all times. 

c. Chemical cleaners must be used or directly supervised by adults at all times.

d. All work or upgrades must be approved ahead of time.

e. Work must be done during low use times – which includes weekdays, weeknights M - R or Sunday afternoons/evenings.  Work may be done on weekends if the building is not rented 2 weeks prior to the weekend desired.
