Paul in which Campbell
allegedly berated his son after
he struck out and then yelled
at coach Noe Ambriz, telling
him he was going to shoot
him.

Ambriz said Campbell
called him two days later and
repeated his threat, saying he
was going to come over and
shoot him down like a dog.

Vandalism, burglary cases mounting

Authorities link suspects to
Incidents in seven counties

FAIRMONT  The number
of vandalism and burglary
cases being tied to suspects
recently arrested in Martin
County continues to grow.

I cannot imagine what the
total is going to be, said
Martin ~ County  sheriffs
deputy Jean Vath. To date

more than 30 cases in Martin
County alone have been tied
to the five males recently
arrested.

Vath said although the
majority of incidents occurred
in Martin County where the
suspects live, there are also at
least three cases in Faribault
County, five in Blue Earth
County, two in Jackson
County, four in Watonwan

County, one in Cottonwood
County and five in Kossuth
County in lowa.

They were extremely
busy, Vath said of the sus-
pects. The majority of cases
occurred during a three-week
period ending Jan. 18.

Bobby Lee Dietz, 19, of
Fairmont has been charged
with numerous felony counts
of criminal damage to proper-
ty and burglary.

Derry Todd Dettmer, 35, of
Welcome, who was in custody
in Nebraska on probation vio-
lation, was to be extradited to

Minnesota to face similar
charges.

Donald Eldon Lamont, 22,
of Fairmont was arrested and
faces burglary charges in at
least one case.

In addition, two Fairmont
brothers, Anthony John
Simenson, 17, and Joseph
Robert Simenson, 16, have
been linked to several of the
cases.

Both are in the New Ulm
Juvenile Detention Center

There were numerous
reports of damage to telecom-
munications sites involving

Bevcomm, Frontier
Communications, Alltel, a
communications tower

belonging to Star-Com, a
Northern Natural Gas
microwave-monitoring con-
trol tower and cables to four
satellite dishes.
