Each year staff bring a number of unique talents to camp. Additional unlisted activities are also a part of the camp 
activity choices. Examples of past activities include foreign language, sign language, martial arts, jewelry making, 
and fabric arts.

Camp activities chart
What is the difference between the Discovery Path 
and the Connections Path? 
Discovery gives a wide option of camp activities for 
girls, while the Connections Path focuses on two 
program areas to specialize in, spending approximately 
six to eight hours on each during the week at camp. 

What do you mean “connect with two program 
areas”? 
If your Girl Scout likes dance and archery, she can 
come to camp and choose to focus approximately six 
to eight hours on dance skills and six to eight hours 
on archery skills. In addition, she will participate in 
campfires, patrol activities her group chooses, and 
other camp activities. 
 
My girl has never been to camp before and really 
loves dancing. What would you suggest?
Try the six-day Connections and have her choose a 
connection in the dancing program when she arrives at 
camp.  

My girl has a lot of experience in fishing; does she 
have to start with the basics if she signs up for the 
fishing connection?
No. Once she has taken a skills assessment, she will 
be able to progress to the next level of specialization in 
fishing. 

Girl Scout camp sounds great. How do I get her 
signed up for the session she wants?
Pick the dates and camp that work best for you and 
sign her up. It’s that easy! 

Can my girl sign up with a friend or a buddy? 
Yes! Follow the directions for registering with a friend 
or buddy. Buddies or friends are housed together and 
in the same patrol. Buddies or friends also have the 
option of choosing the same Discovery or Connections 
options or doing something different from each other. 

Which price do I pay?
Our three-tiered pricing structure provides families three 
pricing options for camp.

Families choose to support River Valleys summer •	
camp at a level that they can afford by checking 
the appropriate box on the registration form.
This pricing structure is confidential and will not in •	
any way affect a girl’s experience at camp.
No qualifying information or additional forms are •	
required to choose a lower tier.

Tier A is our full fee, covering many of the direct 
costs for a camper to participate in the camp session. 
We ask families to pay this amount if they have the 
financial means to do so.

Tier B is partially subsidized by River Valleys and is 
for those families that cannot afford the full fee, yet still 
want to support camps.

Tier C the lowest-price tier. We encourage families 
to use this tier if this is the most affordable. This is the 
most heavily subsidized fee.

How do I select my pricing tier?
Choosing a tier is easy. Simply check the box of the tier 
you wish to pay and fill in that amount in the fee box on 
the registration form. There are no extra forms to fill out 
or processes to go through.

Please note: Tiered fee levels are only available for 
resident camp sessions. Troop, Adult & Me, and Family 
Camp have only one fee option.

Is there any additional financial assistance 
available?
Financial assistance is also available through the 
Grants for Girls program. Grants for Girls forms can be 
downloaded from www.girlscoutsrv.org on the “Register 
for Camp” page. We encourage families to apply if 
needed. (Limit one grant per girl per camp season.)

Remember, you can also use Girl Scout Cookie Credits 
to pay for camp.

Where can I find more information?
All session dates, times, registration forms, and other 
details may be found at www.girlscoutsrv.org. An initial 
deposit is necessary to reserve a place at camp.

Early bird registration for 2010 camp opens in 
September 2009. All girls who register by December 
18, 2009 will receive an early bird discount of $40 
off the resident camp fee. Early bird discount is not 
available for troop, Adult & Me, day, or family programs 
or as part of the deposit.
