Meals*: Cook as a troop in your cabin’s kitchen or work on your outdoor cooking skills and cook over the campfire by
your cabin. Try these campfire meal suggestions (from GSMT/WY Council).

Suggested itinerary:
Saturday

Meet up as a troop and head to Camp EIlk River
Eat on the way- bring bag lunches or stop for quick meal

Stop on the way for your troop’s:
A. Scheduled Private Art Party at Making Memories Ceramics in Otsego, they have Teen and Scout themed party
options.
B. Scheduled Mystery Chambers Escape Room challenge in Elk River
C. Scheduled painting workshop at Board and Brush Elk River (wood sign and wood projects)

Arrive at Camp after 4PM and check into your cabin
A. Go for a hike around camp and complete a Nature’s Colors Scavenger hunt
B. Find the Gaga Pit and play a few games
C. Go Kayaking or Corcling (see photo) in Stone Lake- renter provides their own approved certified facilitator

Settle in to your cabin and
A. Enjoy afire in either the fireplace or outside fire pit near your cabin
B. Play board games/card games as a troop- we have a limited supply of games at camp or you can bring your
own from home
C. Use your cabin’s kitchen:
Bake treats for the whole troop to enjoy
Host a cookie/cupcake decorating contest

Sunday

Start your troop’s day by
A. Sleeping in
B. Getting up at sunrise and going for a hike or bike ride (Bikes available May 15-Oct 1) or snow shoeing (need 5
inches of snowpack) to see deer and greet the day

Clean up the cabin and grounds, pack up your cars and head out of Camp
On your way home:
A. Stop to get manicures or pedicures at one of the many salons in the Elk River area (call ahead to book it)

B. Stop for a hike at Woodland Trails Regional Park in Elk River

pots/pans and dishes.
