Rental Itinerary 

Fall Troop Trip!
Has your troop thought about starting your GS program year with a weekend getaway? Consider renting a cabin at 
Camp Northwoods in September and combine a weekend at camp with a trip to Duluth, MN!

Suggested itinerary:
Friday Night
• After school drive up to Camp Northwoods (3hr drive from metro area)
• Eat dinner on the way- bring bag lunches or stop for quick dinner
• Spend the night at Camp in your cabin

Saturday Morning
• Wake up in your cabin to the sounds of nature – or your early riser scouts!

Saturday Daytime
• Spend the day at Camp as a troop
• Work on Outdoor skill badges*
• Observe nature at camp- deer, birds, turtles, and frogs by the lake. Listen to the sound of the wind and birds in the 

trees- enjoy not hearing cars, trucks, boat engines or city sounds. The only sounds you will hear are from nature 
and the laughter and cheers of your fellow Girl Scouts! 

• Go hiking or bike riding at camp. GSRV provides free bikes (seasonal activity) and helmets 
• Troops with certified facilitators get free access to GSRV’s Adventure Equipment -Low Ropes, Archery/sling shots, 

small watercraft (kayaks/canoes)
• Meals*- Cook over the fire or in the kitchen in your cabin

Saturday Night
• Sit out by the campfire and sing songs, roast marshmallows and watch the stars! 

Sunday Morning
• Eat breakfast at Camp, clean up your site, pack up your cars and Scouts
• Stop at Delta Diner’s Taste Buds for an ice cream cone or cup of coffee for the road  
• Drive to Duluth (1hr drive from camp) and visit one of the following

 » Lake Superior, Glensheen mansion, Great Lakes Aquarium, Canal Park - watch boats come in and view the 
Aerial lift bridge, go for a hike

Sunday Afternoon/Evening
• Drive home with your troop

* Troops are responsible for providing/bringing from home all their own meals/snacks, art/badge supplies, and 
scheduling and paying for their own field trips. Kitchens come stocked with pots/pans and dishes.

• All rentals have a 4PM (or later) start time and a 2PM (or earlier) end time
• Reservations rates are per cabin, per night

• GSRV does not provide facilitators/staff to run activities or meal service 

• No pets, alcohol, marijuana use, or smoking/vaping allowed at Camp

Troop Houses

night, per night. Has heat, AC in 3, full kitchens, bunk beds, multiple sleeping rooms in each cabin, inside bathroom/
showers, & Wi-Fi. Open for rentals Fall, Winter, Spring each year. Alumnae, Davidson, Lakeview and Wastahi Troop 
Houses -Wastahi is a historic 2 story cabin with a fireplace, does not have AC and sleeps 18, the other 3 are identical 
modern buildings and sleep 22 each.
