
Sagata Troop House  Bayport, MN

Rental Itinerary 

Sagata Troop house, located in Bayport, MN (about 10 min south of Stillwater), is a great overnight option available 
exclusively to Girl Scout Troops- all year long- including summer months. It is a great option for single night troop 
rentals. The troop house is in a public park (Lakeside Park), adjacent to a large playground and the St. Croix River. 

Meals*: Cook over the fire in the fire pit behind the troop house or inside using the full kitchen

Suggested itinerary:
Friday Troop Overnight 

After school meet up/gather up your troop & drive to Sagata, arrive any time after 4PM
• Have each Scout/Adult Pack a “brown bag lunch” and eat at the picnic tables behind Sagata
• Explore the park and burn off some energy!
• Walk to Mabel’s Ice cream for a cone* or some coffee (12 min walk)
• Older troop activity suggestion- try the Stillwater Ghost Walks* & learn about the history of the area and hear 

ghost stories! 
• Sit out by the campfire and sing songs, roast marshmallows or make Banana boats* and watch the stars.  
• Spend the night in the Troop House

Pro tip- For Troop Leaders-  if you stack the provided sleeping mats 2 mats high you can use a twin sheet (from home) to hold 
them together and your back will thank you in the morning.  

Saturday morning
Pro Tip- Check to see if your Program level has any Cooking badges you can earn as a troop! 
• Cook Brunch* as a troop in Sagata’s kitchen or work on your outdoor cooking skills and cook over the campfire 

behind Sagata. Try these campfire meal suggestions (from GSMT/WY Council).
• Have each Scout and adult pack a snack* and drinks for the afternoon into your troop’s cooler
• Pack up and clean up the Troop House and grounds around the building
• Load up all your gear, cooler and Scouts and drive to Stillwater

Suggested activities in Stillwater
• Check out the lift bridge and other historic sites, visit the Teddy bear park, schedule an Art class* for your troop- 

Kari’s Create and Paint Studio has Scout themed party packages. 
• 5th grade and older troops- Book a private party/ride* on a 13 person Bike tour and take a tour of the historic sites 

of Stillwater (all peddlers must be at least 5 ft tall). Groups can bring their own coolers with drinks and snacks for 
the ride! They also have winter caroling ride options.

Saturday Afternoon
Drive home

* Troops are responsible for: Providing all their own meals/snacks, Art/badge supplies, Scheduling and paying for 
any field/troop trips. Kitchens come stocked with pots/pans and dishes.

Troop Rental details:
Clean up your site, pack up your cars and Scouts and head home. 
• All rentals have a 4PM (or later) start time and a 2PM (or earlier) end time
• Reservations rates are per cabin, per night

 » Self-book on ActiveNet- GSRV’s Rental site 

• GSRV does not provide facilitators/staff to run activities or meal service 
• No pets, Alcohol, marijuana use, or smoking/vaping allowed at Camp
