WHAT TO BRING AND WEAR

· Closed toed shoes and socks (no flip flops, clogs or sandals)
· SUNSCREEN! and Insect repellant (non-aerosol)

· Water bottle
· Mess Kit

WHAT NOT TO BRING
Participants are responsible for any and all equipment brought to camp and neither camp nor the Girl Scouts of Minnesota and Wisconsin River Valleys can be responsible for the loss or damage to a participant’s personal belongings.  

We request that all non-camp items are not brought to camp, such as: 
· Cell phones 
· IPODS, MP3 players, game systems or any electronic devices
· Candy, Toys, and Pets
· Weapons of any kind

MEDICATIONS
Any medications (both over-the-counter and prescription) that need to be dispersed at Day Camp must be submitted in the original container with original label and disbursement instructions intact and legible.  Any medications put in an alternate container cannot be dispensed at Day Camp.  All medications will be collected as the campers arrive the first day and will remain at the Day Camp first aid headquarters.  They will be dispensed at headquarters by the Day Camp Health Manager.  If there is a special medical need for your daughter to have her medication with her, a written note from you stating this must be turned in on the first day of camp to the Day Camp Health Manager.

HEALTH HISTORY FORMS
All campers must bring the enclosed health history with them to camp on the first day.  Any participants without a completed health form will NOT be allowed to board the bus or stay at camp.

HEALTH AND SAFETY
Girls should report all accidents or illnesses to their Adult Unit Leader.  The Unit Leader will assist the girl in contacting the Day Camp Health Manager.  Additionally, ticks are a part of outdoor camp life.  Regular "tick checks" will be held at camp and should be held in the evenings at home.

EMERGENCIES
If there is a need to contact parents/guardians during Day Camp, a phone call will be made as soon as possible.  Please make sure that the information on the Health History Form is complete and legible. BUS INFORMATION
