Twilight in Our National Parks will focus on the National Parks.

Activities at each site will include a popular physical activity, a craft, history, and a snack representative of park area.    Camp picture will be in black and white in honor of Ansel Adams.  Each site will have a medallion or sticker that can be attached to a walking stick.

Voyagers – 
1. Snack – dehydrated camp food, wild rice/blueberry pancakes 

2. Physical Activity – Canoes – canoe relay race – pack your Duluth pack, load your canoe, unload your canoe, portage, etc.

3. History – Alpha male wolf, beaver, bear skins from DNR, site will be set up as a Voyager’s camp site, history of fur trading and bartering, wolf and Voyagers trunk from the National Parks that have trunk exercises.  Fur trade clerk and George Nelson (closing).

4. Craft – Dreamcatchers

Yosemite – 

1. Snack – trail mix (items important to the California region)

2. Physical Activity – logging games because trees in the park were saved from being logged.  

3. History – John Muir (got the park to become a park), Ansel Adams, Sequoia trees

4. Craft – picture frame (masking tape and shoe polish), or thin rounds of wood glued around the frame

Denali – 
1. Snack – salmon with cream cheese on a wheat thin, ice cream 

2. Physical Activity – climbing wall

3. History – dog sledding, panning for gold

4. Craft – giant totem pole that everyone contributes.  Everyone makes their own totem pole.

Acadia – First National Park east of the Mississippi and is an island
1. Snack – Maine potato bar (Maine is one of the biggest producers of potatoes in the country) or shrimp poppers and "crab" with cocktail sauce, cheddar biscuits and a blueberry tartlet cookie
2. Physical Activity – Sail boat (team work, different parts, how to hoist a sail, knot tying)

3. History – Fishing, Peregrine falcons are big in the park so maybe something from the raptor center (closing ceremony)

4. Craft – soap carving scrimshaw
